
Why GHK?  
 

You might assume that, with all the attention being paid by political leaders to healthcare 

reform, things are improving for uninsured children.  After all, we have the MediCal pro-

gram for low income families and Healthy Families Insurance for those who donôt qual-

ify for MediCal.  Yet nationwide, the numbers of uninsured Americans continue to rise, 

jumping 2.2 million this year to a total of 47 million people.  In recent years, the number 

of uninsured children had been dropping, but this year more than 600,000 additional chil-

dren became uninsured, almost an 8% increase.  In California, 1.1 million children are 

uninsured all or part of the year. The percentage of employers offering health insurance 

in California has fallen to 60% this year from 66% in 1999.  In the Glendale area, ap-

proximately 10% of the children do not have health insurance.  Many more are underin-

sured ï lacking dental insurance or facing unaffordable deductibles or co-pays. Glendale 

Healthy Kids clients are caught in the middle - not poor enough to qualify for MediCal, 

and unlucky enough to have parents who do not have health insurance and cannot afford 

the average annual premium of $12,106 for private insurance for a family of four. 

 

Edwardôs father works for a small business which does not offer health insurance.  After 

many months of unemployment, his mom was elated to get a job which provided health 

benefits, but had the usual waiting period.  Together, their income was too high to qual-

ify for MediCal.  With their savings depleted, Edwardôs mother turned to Glendale 

Healthy Kids for help.  Edward will receive the healthcare he needs while the family 

waits to become eligible for their employer based health plan. 

 

Glendale Healthy Kids was founded to address the gaps in our community health system.  

Thanks to our volunteer providers and the support of the community, we can help chil-

dren like Edward who are caught in the middle. 

 

What makes a small group of individuals and a handful of community groups think they 

can solve what has become a national concern?  Why would a group of diverse stake-

holders collaborate to benefit children in their community when state and federal leaders 

canôt seem to make headway?  It takes courage, determination and a sense of optimism to 

think that a seemingly intractable problem can be solved at the local level. With your 

help, as a donor, partner, or friend, Glendale Healthy Kids will continue to make a sig-

nificant difference in the future of our children.

Glendale Healthy Kids is pleased to have formed a new partnership 

with another health care provider ï Comprehensive Community 

Health Centers (CCHC). 

 

CCHC operates four Federally Quali-

fied Health Centers, one each in 

Glendale, Eagle Rock, Highland Park 

and  North Hollywood.  The clinic in  

Glendale, CCHC-Glendale, is brand 

new with 18 exam rooms, nine dental chairs and $1 million of new, 

state-of-the-art equipment.  It can provide up to 60,000 visits per 

year.  What makes CCHC-Glendale special is that it focuses on pro-

viding care to the under-served.  Medi-Cal, Healthy Families, 

CHDP, CPSP and most other insurances are accepted.  For those 

without insurance and on limited incomes, fees are on a sliding scale 

according to ability to pay.  The CCHC-Glendale clinic is in the 

midst of the six federally designated,  medically underserved areas of 

South Glendale at 801 South Chevy Chase Blvd, Suite 250. 

 

CCHC is a volunteer provider of both medical and dental care for the 

children of Glendale Healthy Kids.  CCHC is also providing compli-

mentary dental screenings for the children who come through GHK 

from Glendaleôs Head Start program. 

 

We welcome the opening of the CCHC-Glendale clinic and the 

service that it will provide to the underserved in our community.
